	Moving to a New Class
A story for Year 2 children



	What is happening?

	When moving into Year 3, children from all Year 3 classes will be mixed to form 3 new Year 3 classes.
This means you might have a new teacher, and you might be in a different group to some of your friends.



	What will happen on 10th July?

	On 10th July, you will find out:
Who your new teacher will be.
Which class you will be in.
You might find out at school, or there might be a letter to take home.



	What will happen on 15th July?

	On 15th July, there will be a Meet Your Teacher Day.
You will go and visit your new classroom.
You will meet your new teacher for the first time.
It is okay if it feels a bit strange. That is normal.



	How might you feel?

	People respond to change differently. You might feel one of these things, or a mixture of all of them.



	Excited!
	A new class can bring new opportunities, a fresh start, and new things to try.



	Nervous.
	Wondering what it will be like. This is very normal.



	Wobbly.
	Not quite sure how you feel. That is okay too.



	All of these at once!
	Feelings can be mixed up. That is fine.




	What can you do if you feel worried?

	Talk to a grown-up.
	Tell your mum, dad, carer or teacher how you feel. You do not have to keep it inside.



	Remember what you know.
	You have started new things before. You managed, and you will again.



	Think of one good thing.
	There might be something exciting about the new class. A different classroom? New books?



	Use the social stories.
	On the school website there are extra stories and scripts to help you feel ready.




	Talk about it with your grown-up

	Try discussing these questions together:



	What is one thing you are looking forward to about September?



	Is there anything you are worried about? What might help with that?



	Who will you still see every day, even if you are in a different class?



	Can you think of a time when something felt scary at first but turned out to be good?
